Directions: The Bell property is located on McMinn County Road 757. This is Hanks Chapel Spur Road. County Road 757 can be reached from Calhoun on US 163 and turning left on to County road 750. Turn left off of 750 on to County Road 757 that is directly across from the Claxton Volunteer Fire Hall.
Remember that we are guests of the Bell’s and we should do our best to care for their property.  Please abide by all the rules.

· Camp only in the designated area.  DO NOT go into the field where the horses are kept.  All buildings are off limits.
· Avoid climbing across any fence on the property
· Campfires will be permitted.  Use a fire pit or remove the sod to a tarp to create a fire ring and replace the sod after extinguishing your fire.

· Water is available but bring some of your own to get started and not overload the Bell’s system.

· Port-a-potties will be available.

· Directions, see attached map.  There will be signs. 
· Leave the camping area cleaner than when we came.

All rules of scouting will be followed. Violation of the Bell’s rules will be grounds to be asked to leave.  NO ALCOHOL, ILLEGAL DRUGS, FIREARMS, OR EXPLOSIVES ARE ALLOWED.

Events
The events for this camporee will revolve around a compass course. The course will lead to eight different stations where a letter of the alphabet may be obtained. Only one of 6 letters will be correct at the station so accuracy is important. Be aware this course will cover a lot of ground with the destination beyond the line of site. Course may include several offsets too elude obstructions in the line of travel. Accuracy in knowledge of compass use and distance measuring is a must. After a patrol arrives at a station and obtains their letter a knowledge test will be given. At the end of the course an eight letter word will be made from the eight stations.
